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a. Write a brief summary answering the question, “What is critical thinking?” As you write your summary, you may wish to return to any or all of the resources above as needed.

Critical thinking is the ability to analyze and evaluate thought processes with a view of improving them. It requires rigorous standards of excellence and mindful command of their use. It entails effective communication and problem solving abilities, as well as a commitment to overcoming our native egocentrism and sociocentrism. It advances the ethical sensitivities of the dedicated person through the explicit cultivation of intellectual virtues. 
b. Write a brief summary answering the question, “How is the conception of critical thinking presented here different from conceptions of critical thinking that I have previously encountered?”

When I heard that all disciplines presuppose critical thinking, it reminded me of an understanding I had previously encountered when listening to an audiobook. To think critically is similar to thinking scientifically, it precedes ways of thinking needed in different disciplines. This is different form other conceptions of critical thinking that I have encountered that are more based upon using rational standards to analyze a point of view or and argument. 

c. Write briefly about how you can begin to apply this module’s content to your daily life.
I liked seeing the triangle of thinking, feeling and wanting or desiring. I see that I can apply it by observing more closely how I think, what I feel and how I act. As the booklet describes feelings and desires can be changed by thinking or understanding. I think I will apply that more often. Whenever I feel or want something I will see how my thinking can influence the outcome, for it to be positive or helpful.
